Linear features from the original
ESRI Coverages were merged at quadrangle boundaries where the quadrangle line divided
lines with the same attribute. Linear data is stored in a separate feature class.
Further data improvements included the conversion of all old wetland codes that
contained 'OW' to the new code containing 'UB'. All polygons labeled as 'OUT', 'No
Data' and 'NP' were removed from the database.
